Bowdoin College was established in 1794 by act of
Legislature of Massachusetts, and named in honor of
the Bowdoin family. 1t was endowed by grant of five
townships in Maine, and by gifts of Hon. James Bow-
doin, afterwards U.. S. Minister Plenipotentiary to
Spain, of money and lands. - Mr. Bowdoin, also left to
the College at his death his valuable library and collec-
tions of paintings. The College went into operation
in 1802. Graduated its first class in 1806. The first
building erected was Massachusetts Hall, on ample
grounds south of the village fronting on Main street,
one fourth of a mile, since enclosed with a hedge and
border of shrubbery, and adorned with elms, maples
aud other trees. The first President was Rev. Joseph
McKeen, D. D., who died in 1807. He was succeeded
by Rev. Jesse Appleton, D. D., 1807 to 1819; Rev.
William Allen, D. D., 1820 to 1839; Rev. Leonard
Woods, D. D., 1839 to 1866 ; Rev. Samuel Harris, D.
D., 1866,—present incumbent. Present buildings are
Massachusetts Hall, long used as a Medical and Chem-
ical Hall, now occupied by the Cleaveland Cabinet,
Treasurer’s office, and an Astronomical Lecture room ;
Winthrop, Maine, and Appleton Halls; Adams Hall
devoted to the uses of the Medical School and the
Professor of Chemistry and Natural Science ; the Gym-
nasium ; the Ghapel, a noble edifice of granite, con-
taining the Chapel proper, the C~!lege Library, Bowdoin
Gallery, and Library of the Maine Historical Society ;
and the President’s Mansion on Federal street,—all of
